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A Reflection by Fr. Manasseh

“YOU ARE WITNESSES TO THESE THINGS.”
Each Liturgical Year, between Easter Sunday and Pentecost Sunday, the First Readings at most Masses are 
taken from St. Luke’s Acts of the Apostles. This is intenঞ onally arranged by the Church to aff ord us the 
opportunity to refl ect on how the Apostles reacted and responded to the Resurrecঞ on of Jesus, and how 
their reacঞ on to the unique experience of Christ’s Resurrecঞ on infl uenced the happenings that shaped 
the evoluঞ on of the early Church. The Readings at the liturgy this weekend explore the convicঞ on of the 
Apostles that Christ’s Passion and Resurrecঞ on had been foreshadowed all along through Israel’s Scripture 
and history. At the Resurrecঞ on of Jesus, every piece of the history of salvaঞ on, as presented in the Scriptures, 
suddenly fell into place and began to make sense to the Apostles who now understood what was hitherto 
a mystery to them. They could now clearly see that God had planned all that happened in accordance with 
His Holy will, and that Christ is the fulfi llment of the prophecies of Israelite Scripture.
In the First Reading, Simon Peter, a[ er healing the crippled Beggar at the beauঞ ful gate of the Temple, 
seized the opportunity to explain with the aid of Scripture that Jesus, who lived and taught among them and 
whom they hung on the Cross, had been glorifi ed with the Resurrecঞ on by the God of their patriarchs in 
fulfi llment of the oracles of the prophets. In addiঞ on, through His name and by the merits of His Death and 
Resurrecঞ on, all who would repent would have their sins wiped out. 
The remission of sins through the redempঞ ve Passion and Resurrecঞ on of Christ and the fulfi llment of His 
designated role as the advocate, the mediator between God the Father and fallen humanity, is the theme 
that runs through the Second Reading. The message of 1 John is simple: Christ died and rose from the dead 
as an expiaঞ on for the sins of the whole world. If we unfortunately fall into sin again, we should remember 
that He is sঞ ll our advocate with the Father and will intercede for us if only we invoke His name in penitence.
The Gospel passage recounts the events that occurred at one of the appearances of Christ to His disciples 
a[ er His resurrecঞ on. The two who had recognized Christ in the breaking of bread at Emaus had returned to 
Jerusalem and were telling the story of their encounter with Christ when Jesus, Himself appeared to them. 
A[ er issuing His Easter greeঞ ng of “peace be with you,” and a[ er demonstraঞ ng that they were not seeing an 
appariঞ on of a ghost, Jesus used the Scriptures from Moses to the Prophets and the Psalms, to show that 
the events they had witnessed in the last few days were happening in fulfi llment of what had been promised 
in scripture. Jesus ended this porঞ on of His discourse with His friends by charging them, “you are witnesses 
to these things.” A witness is one who was present at an event and can recount what he or she experienced 
fi rst hand. By charging them to be His witnesses, Jesus was inviঞ ng the Disciples to a tesঞ mony of their 
lives about their personal experience of His saving work. We cannot be witnesses to “these things” if we do 
not know Christ. In the second half of the Second Reading, St. John says, “the way we may be sure that we 
know Him is to keep His Commandments. Those who say, ‘I know Him,’ but do not keep His Commandments are 
liars, and the truth is not in them. But whoever keeps His word, the love of God is truly perfected in him.” To be 
a witness of the Resurrecঞ on, one needs to know Jesus; to show that you know Jesus, one needs to keep 
His Commandments, and His Commandment is the law of love:  love one another as I have loved you (John 
13:34-35).
May God supply the Grace with which we, like the Apostles, can be fi ery and uncompromising witnesses to 
the resurrecঞ on of Jesus Christ.
Please be kind and may God bless you.

Benedict Catholic Church?
1. A sense of belonging and idenঞ ty within a parish 
community.
2. It is a commitment to pracঞ ce your faith.
3. Registraঞ on enables the parish pastor and staff  to 
get to know you be� er, to welcome you and to minister 
to you, in good ঞ mes and in bad.
4. Registraঞ on helps you stay connected with your 
parish and helps your parish stay connected with you. 
Also, if you use off ertory envelopes or online giving, you 
will have a statement for income tax purposes.
5. Registered acঞ ve members are eligible to be 
sacramental sponsors and godparents.
6. Census numbers may determine how many priests 
are assigned to a parish and how many Masses and 
enrichment programs are planned and scheduled.
7. Children are considered members with their parents 
unঞ l they turn 18 years old. Once they are 18, it is their 
responsibility to join a church family, parঞ cipate in the Mass 
and register as a member independent of their parents.
