We are the only Catholic parish in the
diocese to have a Refugee Resettlement Ministry.

These are legal refugees. 70% of them have spent 10 years in refugee camps before coming to
the US.

They are presently working with their 6™ family. They engage with each family for 6-8 months
helping them with integration skills, language and financial issues. Two or three members of the
ministry meet with the family about 2 times a week.
